T pick 2-3loops that have been crocheted off the loom to put back
on the loom on each side to keep the tension tight for that last fourtn
side

2. S0me use paper clips instead of over stretching the single loops like
‘descriped inoption 1-key s to keep the tension on the potnolder
Untilyou are completely finishec

3. you could string the last side of loops onto a long knitting needle or
afghan crochet nook and crochet off the needle/nook

4. [\ve seen some use packing tape or a big rupber band to keep the
ast row oOf loops on the loom while working on crocheting it off,
‘emoving the tape/banda little Dy little 1o get to the next loop.
